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THAI established comprehensive policy and strategy for aviation security to

THAI commits to take aviation security as an issue of great importance, and
promotes these objectives to assure the protection and safeguarding of
passengers and information thereof, employees, the general public, aircrafts and
information thereof and THAI's properties against acts of unlawful interference

perpetrated on the ground or in flight.

THAI has implemented Security Management Systems (SeMS) to provide
structured and uniformed aviation security standards, while promoting security
culture throughout the organization to ensure that secure environment is
maintained and security awareness is raised among all THAI staffs. In addition,
risk management and threat assessment systems are used as the tools to
reduce the possibility of certain risk and to help THAI effectively assess all
threats against THAI operation, staff and property.

THAI Security Program is a direct result of THAI's commitment to put further
emphasis on the importance of safeguarding our passengers, staffs and properties. The
program is to ensure compliance with relevant standards and maintain aviation
security effectively. The program will be reviewed and amended on a regular
basis depending on the evolution of the aviation threat and relevant counter

measures,



The program, which has been approved by the Department of Civil Aviation
(DCA), Thailand is developed and maintained as the Airline Security Program.
The primary emphasis of the program is on the passengers, cargo, catering, in-flight
and aircraft security. The measures and procedures set forth in the program endeavor
to prevent acts of hostile actions either direct to the passengers and aircrafts or
involve the use of aircraft to attack other target, while minimizing the

consequences on acts of unlawful interference that might happen.

To this end, it is the responsibility of THAI management to ensure that all staffs,
handling agents and other contractors are fully understood the aforementioned
policies and the procedures in the program are effectively implemented

throughout the organization.
