As the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives Announcement on Conserved Plants
B.E. 2564 (2021) announced on 25" May 2021 has prescribed the categories of conserved plants which
are prohibited for import, export, and transit without legal permissions according to Plants Act, B.E.
2518 (1975), customers who wish to send conserved plants and products containing conserved plant extracts
(see Attachment for example) by intemational postal services are kindly requested to secure the
following documents:
- Conserved plants: phytosanitary certificates and export and re-export permit
of conserved plants
- Products containing conserved plant extracts: export and re-export permit of
conserved plants (the extracts must be originated from legally- authorized
sources.)
