pirated goods that infringe a copyright are prohibited from exportation from, importation into,
and transition through Thailand.

Therefore, Thailand Post Co., Ltd. (THP) would like-to-announce that postal items
containing goods with counterfeit or imitated trademark and pirated products are
prohibited items and could not be accepted. THP will deny all liabilities and responsibilities
if the prohibited items are found and seized by government officials.
