Later Thawi watthana and 5Sala Thammasop Sub-Districts {(combined
Chimplee, Bang Ramad, Bang Prom, and Bang Chuek MNang Sub-Districts, Only
the western side of Kanchanaphisek Road) to be elevated as Thawi Watthana
District, Bangkok Metropolis, according to the notification of the Ministry of
Interior in March 6, 1998.

Currently, Thawi Watthana divided the administration into two Sub-
Districts are Thawi Watthana and Sala Thammasop Sub-Districts, which most
of the arca are used for agriculture. There were several canals there and the
resiclents could use for the agriculture. The word “Thawi Watthana”

Khlong Thawi Watthana or known as Khlong Khwane, had graciously
this canal been dug by King Chulalongkorn in 1878 with the distance of 340
sen, 8 wah and 4 sok (about 13,600 meters), from behind the north bank of
Khlene Phasi Charoen cutting through the field to Salaya Sub-District, turning
up at the South bank of Khlong Mahasawad.

The reason for digeing Khlong Thawi Watthana was due to

given to the King by chao phraya Suriyawong Waiyawat that Khlong

Mahasawad and Khlong Phasi Charone, both were dug in the reign of King
Mongkut, were getting shallowed. It was afraid to have caused the Kings
prestige to be diseraced and the trade benefit would reduced. So the new
canal should have been dug for draining the water on permanent basis.

The Thawi Watthana Community people were originally engaging in
the occupation farming, vegetable gardens, fruit plantations and lotus farm.
But today the orchid farms can be seen as their main occupation from which
they can be exported locally and internationally.

King Chulalongkorn had egraciously this canal opened for public to
travel to see each other since Friday, The 1st day of the sixth waning moon in
the year or the Tiger of 1878 and named it as “Khlong Thawi Watthana.” This
elevated and lowland areas located between chao Pharaya River and Thachin
River was able to store the water for cultivation and communication purpose
throughout the areas. This Khlong Thawi Watthana has been then cmnsiﬁ
as the major source of water for the people in the past and present of Vi
Watthana District.
