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Wastewater Management Authority

The Wastewater Management Authority (WMA) is a public body under the Ministry of Natural
Resources and Environment and was established by the Royal Decree Establishing the Wastewater
Management Authority, B.E. 2538 (1995) on August 15" 1995. The establishment came as a result of the
increasingly severe wastewater issues in the lower Chao Phraya river, which required constant
maintenance.

Therefore, the Wastewater Management Authority’s objectives were outlined in the Royal Decree
Establishing the Wastewater Management Authority, B.E. 2538 (1995) and the amendments in 1997 and
2005. The objective under section 6, page 4 is The additional objectives are that the Wastewater
Management Authority must provide management and services both within and outside its assigned
areas. The amendment was added to give the WMA the power to manage existing water treatment
systems in local municipalities to ensure the system’s effectiveness.

The “wastewater management areas” include Bangkok Metropolis, Nakhon Pathom, Nonthaburi,
Pathum Thani, Samut Prakan, Samut Sakhon, and any other areas as assigned by the Cabinet, and

announced in Article 3, page 2 of the Government Gazette

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Performance of the Wastewater Management Authority

Fiscal Year 2015

The Wastewater Management Authority (WMA) is tasked with providing collective water treatment
systems for the assigned areas and providing servicing or management of wastewater treatment systems
both within and outside the wastewater management areas, as well as to provide services in wastewater-
related affairs in a cost-effective manner.

During the fiscal year 2015, the budget of 319,906,900 Baht was granted to the Wastewater
Management Authority. As for goals, in terms of quantity, 23,297,500 cubic meters of wastewater was
treated. In terms of quality, the minimum of 80% of treated wastewater met the standard of the Ministry
of Natural Resources and Environment for water release into public water resources.

Performance

1. Long-term (15-year) project to provide wastewater treatment system management to local
municipalities has been carried out in 19 areas (the WMA managed 13 wastewater treatment plants and is
currently in the process of repairing 6 plants)

As of September 2015, the total treated wastewater was 23,124,622 cubic meters.

2. Performance of the projects under His Majesty the King’s initiative:

2.1 Construction of small community wastewater treatment systems was undertaken in two
areas, namely Hoirak-Srisomboon community, Pak Phanang district, Nakhon Si Thammarat, with the
treatment capacity of 200 cubic meters per day and Cha-uat District municipality (Talad Lang) Cha-uat
district, Nakhon Si Thammarat, also with the treatment capacity of 200 cubic meters per day.

2.2 Management of wastewater treatment systems under His Majesty the King’s initiative was
undertaken in six areas, namely Pak Phanang municipality (Wat Nak Wari), Pak Phanang Municipality (behind
the correctional facility), Hua Sai district (Sukaphibal 1 Roads), Hua Sai district (behind Bang Khae street
market), Cha-uat municipality (Wat Sri Ma Prasit), and Sirindhorn International Environmental Park,
Phetchaburi. All treated wastewater met the standards set by the Ministry of Natural Resources and
Environment.

As of September 2015, the total treated wastewater was 231,004 cubic meters.

3. Management of wastewater treatment systems in small communities of the two suburban areas:
Bang Pla municipality, Samutsakorn and Nakhon Chai Si district, Nakhon Pathom. In fiscal year 2015, there
was a construction plan for two additional areas: Ya Phraek subdistrict, Samutsakorn and Tha Chin
subdistrict, Samutsakorn.

As of September 2015, the total treated wastewater was 114,714 cubic meters.

4. Educating the local residents in the wastewater management area. The Wastewater Management
Authority worked to create awareness on wastewater management among the general public. The training
course on “Effective Techniques in Operation and Maintenance of Wastewater Systems” was provided to
the operators of wastewater treatment projects and additional participants from the “Youth of Thailand
Cares for the Environment” camp. The course had a total of 1,480 participants.

5. International Cooperation Projects

5.1 Technical assistance project in regional areas of Thailand under the Japan International
Cooperation Agency (JICA) and Bureau of Public Sewerage work, Saitama Prefectural Government of Japan
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5.2 International cooperation project between Deutsche Gesellschaft fur Internationale
Zusammenarbeit (GIZ) GmbH of Germany and the Wastewater Management Authority.
6. Operation of the Wastewater Collection and Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution
Control Zone (Klong Dan) Project

Background

1. Ministry of Science, Technology and Environment commissioned Montgomery Watson Asia to
perform a feasibility study of a wastewater treatment project in Samut Prakan. In 1995, the Cabinet
approved The wastewater management project in the pollution control zone in Samut Prakan. The goal
was to develop a wastewater treatment system for household sewage and industrial wastewater for the
next 20 years. The target areas covered both sides of the Chao Phraya River and had a budget of 23,701
million Baht to accommodate 525,000 cubic meters of wastewater per day. The winning bidder was a joint
venture, NVPSKG.

2. The Wastewater Collection and Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone
(Klong Dan) project caused conflict between the contractor (the NPVSKG joint venture) and the employer
(the Pollution Control Department). Since 2003 to the present, there have been ongoing court cases under
the Central Administrative Court. On November 21* 2014, the Supreme Administrative Court upheld the
judgment of the Court of First Instance and enforced the verdict of the arbitration, which mandated that
the Pollution Control Department make the payment to the joint venture within 90 days from the date of
the judeement.

Facts

1. The WMA received a policy assignment from the administration of the Ministry of Natural
Resources and Environment (MNRE) during the meeting No. 2/2014 of the executive of government
agencies, enterprises and public organizations under the MNRE, held on November 26" 2014 and meeting
No. 5/2014, held on December 29" 2014 to prepare a study on the Wastewater Collection and Treatment
System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone (Klong Dan) project.

2. The WMA prepared a study to evaluate the technical viability and public approval of the
Wastewater Collection and Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone (Klong Dan), to
determine if the project was feasible and cost-effective, which included the evaluation of the performance
of systems and equipment, and surveying of residents in the area. The WMA undertook the following tasks:

2.1 On December 22™ 2014, the WMA and Pollution Control Department jointly carried out an
aerial exploration of the area of the Wastewater Collection and Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s
Pollution Control Zone (Klong Dan) to determine the project’s feasibility. The Pollution Control Department
and the WMA reported that the two agencies had been meeting to determine action plans of the project
delivery and operational guidelines related to the collection and treatment of wastewater. Currently, the
Pollution Control Department is in the process of consultation with the Comptroller General’s Department
for their comments and suggestions on the details of the property inspection. The Pollution Control
Department plans to seek assistance from a military engineering department for the inspection.

2.2 With regards to commissioning consultants to evaluate the engineering technique of the
structure and system of the collection and treatment of wastewater systems including the assessment of
the cost of repair, rehabilitation and project’s capabilities; the consultant must offer choices for alternative
utilization of the project and evaluate the community’s and society’s approval of the project. The meeting
recommended that additional studies regarding the collapse of the area under the concrete structure of
the sewage system, coastal erosion, environmental impact assessment (EIA), training and technology
transfer, as well as the remaining work on the unfinished buildings. The meeting’s suggestions can be
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(1) Delivery of property by the Pollution Control Department should be completed within
a period of three months after the conclusion of the mediation process. Afterwards, the system should be
delivered to the WMA.

(2) The WMA was to transfer the budget of 30 million Baht (by repurposing the repair fund
of Chanthaburi wastewater treatment systems) to use in the study of appropriate alternatives, while taking
into consideration the readiness of technical engineering, public acceptance, and environmental impact.

(3) There should be surveys to assess the damage of a building under the Wastewater
Collection and Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone (Klong Dan), which the WMA
volunteered to perform. The meeting proposed that the government’s institutions should be procured as
a surveyor. As for the assessment of the social impact, local volunteer researchers should be employed.

Operation

1. The WMA’s Board of Directors meeting No. 2/2015, held on April 9" 2015, approved the evaluation
project for technical assessment and public acceptance for the use of the Wastewater Collection and
Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone (Klong Dan). The procedure was to be
undertaken by repurposing the funds from the repair budget of Chanthaburi wastewater treatment system.
The board also requested an additional development of the scope of work and budget for the project in
order to make a complete budget proposal.

2. The WMA issued a statement, No. 81/2015, dated May 8" 2015, on the procurement of consultants
and the median price for an evaluation project for technical assessment and public acceptance for the use
of the Wastewater Collection and Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone (Klong Dan).

3. The Board of Directors meeting No. 4/2015, held on May 29" 2015, approved the preparation of
the project scope, project assessment, technical and public acceptance for the use of the Wastewater
Collection and Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone (Klong Dan).

4. The MWA Board of Directors’s meeting No. 7/2015, held on July 23" 2015, approved Kasetsart
University as the consultant for the evaluation project for technical and public acceptance for the use of
the Wastewater Collection and Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone (Klong Dan).
Phase 1 has the budget of 30 million Baht.

5. The WMA signed the contract employing Kasetsart University as the consultant for the evaluation
project for technical and public acceptance for the use of the Wastewater Collection and Treatment
System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone (Klong Dan). Phase 1 has the budget of 30 million Baht
and timeframe of 150 days.

6. The Director-General of the Pollution Control Department (Mr. Wijarn Simachaya) assigned the
officials to collaborate on the evaluation project for technical and public acceptance for the use of the
Wastewater Collection and Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone (Klong Dan), to
assist with the WMA’s data gathering and analysis, and to prepare a proposal for the Cabinet’s approval of
tasking the WMA as the primary agency in the evaluation project for technical and public acceptance for
the use of the Wastewater Collection and Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone
(Klong Dan).

7. The Budget Committee for fiscal year 2016 announced that for fiscal year 2016, agencies requiring
a budget increase must submit a proposal to the Cabinet for approval of the use of the central budget.

8. The WMA is currently under the process of requesting a central budget for Phase 2 of the
evaluation project for technical and public acceptance for the use of the Wastewater Collection and
Treatment System of Samut Prakan’s Pollution Control Zone (Klong Dan), which has a budget of

285 million Baht.
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Internal Control Policy of the Wastewater Management Authority

The Wastewater Management Authority understands the importance of having an internal control
system, which is a crucial mechanism for good governance and a vital factor that allows the organization
to operate effectively and efficiently. The main focus is that the internal control system is the responsibility
of all personnel, who should be operating under the regulation of the Office of the Auditor General on
the Internal Control Standard B.E. 2554 (2011).

The Wastewater Management Authority established the following internal control policy:

1. Create a sufficient and practical internal control system for all operational procedures under
WMA responsibility as well as regular evaluation processes that can be adapted to suit the operation.

2. Establish regular evaluation and reporting of internal processes.

3. Create an understanding of the importance of internal processes to personnel by making the
internal process a part of the regular operation that can add value to the organization.

4. Promote good discipline and attitudes towards internal processes among personnel and
establish clear roles of the executives as role models in honesty, ethics, and morals.

5. Create a system of personnel rotation in the organization in order to

facilitate a learning culture and expertise in many aspects of the work.
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Risk Management Policy of the Wastewater Management Authority

The Wastewater Management Authority (WMA) established risk management policies to ensure that
the organization’s risk management procedures are appropriate and consistent with the strategy and
mission of the WMA.

1. Risk management is the responsibility of staff at all levels, all of whom must be aware of the
existing risks in their role within their departments and organizations. The focus is on managing risks in an
adequate and appropriate manner.

2. The risk management procedure in the organization must comply to a good standard to ensure
that the risks that may affect the operation of the WMA are addressed and managed.

3. Set out guidelines to prevent and mitigate the WMA performance risks in order to avoid damage
or losses that may occur, which include constant monitoring and evaluation.

4. Include the use of information technology in risk management to facilitate access for staff of all
levels to the information on risk management.

5. Organize the risk management reporting system in an effective manner.

6. Establish the risk management system as part of routine work and the organization’s culture.
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The Wastewater Management Authority’s Good

Governance Policy

The Wastewater Management Authority focuses any undertaking under the Good Governance
principle in accordance with Thailand’s Constitution B.E. 2550 (2007) and the Royal Decree on the
Principle and Procedure of Good Governance B.E. 2546 (2003), as well as the Principles and Procedures
of Regulating State-owned Enterprises B.E. 2554 (2011), which focuses on good regulating procedures
within state-owned enterprises.

Therefore, the Wastewater Management Authority Committee established the good governance
subcommittee, where representatives from the Wastewater Management Authority Committee also
participate as members of the subcommittee to support the work of the Wastewater Management
Authority Committee in establishing good policy and practice in terms of regulating the organization in
compliance with the rules of the Wastewater Management Authority and relevant legislations in order to
meet the international standards of good governance.

Throughout 2015, the Wastewater Management Authority led an awareness campaign on good
governance to promote knowledge and understanding of good governance for the executives and staff
of the Wastewater Management Authority throughout the year. The activities included the “Goodwill
Initiative in the Auspicious Year” project to commemorate Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri

Sirindhorn’s 60" Birthday and the “Planting Trees for His Majesty the King” and CG Day, as examples.

The Wastewater Management Authority’s Conflict of

Interest Prevention

The Wastewater Management Authority understands the importance of complying with the
Corporate Governance principle, where work must be undertaken with transparency, fairness, and the
staff must operate honestly, and thoroughly, with a focus on the public interest. The Wastewater
Management Authority developed a governing policy on conflict of interest (COI), which has become one
of the company’s key morals with which the committee, the executives, and staff of the Wastewater
Management Authority must strictly comply in order to establish the Wastewater Management Authority
as a credible organization for all stakeholders involved.

The Wastewater Management Authority committee assigned the good governance subcommittee,
which comprised of representatives from the Wastewater Management Authority Committee with
knowledge and experience on managing organizations under the good governance principle. The
subcommittee is independent and neutral, and can exercise judgment in their roles as advisors to the

Wastewater Management Authority when there are incidents of conflict of interest. In 2015, there were

no conflict of interest cases.

The Director of the Internal Audit Office served as the secretary of the Audit Committee

To obtain audit evidence including the amount of money and financial statement disclosure, the
use of the auditing process depends on the auditor’s discretion which comprises of risk assessment of
presenting details which are contradictory to facts that contribute to a significant part of the financial
statement regardless of whether or not it is caused by corruption or errors. With the aforementioned risk
assessment, the auditor takes the subject of internal control regarding the production and presentation
of the financial statement into account in order to design appropriate auditing method, not for the
purpose of providing comment on the efficiency of internal control. The auditing process includes
assessment of appropriateness of the accounting standards used by executives, the rationale of

accounting estimates made by executives, and evaluation of overall financial report presentation.

For the Fiscal Year Ending 30" September 2015

1. Establishment of the Organization

The Wastewater Management Authority (WMA) was founded under the Royal Decree Establishing
the Wastewater Management Authority B.E. 2538 (1995), and further amendments was made on August
15, 2015 with the objective of establishing central wastewater treatment systems within and outside the
wastewater management areas with fee collection as well as economically and effectively provide any

other wastewater treatment related services.

In the pursuance of these objectives, the Wastewater Management Authority (WMA) has the right
to conduct research through surveys, develop operation plans, design, construct, manage and maintain
wastewater treatment systems and the central wastewater treatment system, and to follow up and
assess the wastewater treatment operating systems within and outside the wastewater management
areas of responsibility and the central wastewater treatment system within the controlled wastewater
management areas. In addition, the organization also has the right to establish a limited or a public
limited company in order to operate the wastewater management business in the controlled wastewater
management areas; to enter into a business partnership with private or public companies within and
outside Thailand or international organizations; to hold shares in the limited company or public limited
company by which the Wastewater Management Authority (WMA) is obliged to own no more than 30%
of shares in each company.

The office building is located at 333 Lao Peng Nguan Tower 1, 23 Floor, Vibhavadi Rangsit Road,
Jomphol, Chatuchak, Bangkok, 10900.

2. Crit eria for the Preparation and Presentation of Financial Statements

2.1 The financial statement ending 30" September, 2015 is prepared according to the standard of
financial reporting of Accounting Act B.E. 2543 (2000), declaration made according to Accounting
Standard Issue 1 (Revised 2014), on Financial Reporting and Announcement of the Department of
Business Development on stipulation of abridged items requiring Financial Statement on 28 September, 22011.

2.2 Wastewater Management Authority abides according to Thai Accounting Standards, Thai
Financial Reporting Standards, Thai Accounting Standards Interpretations, and Thai Financial Reporting
Standards Interpretations revised according to Announcement of the Federation of Accounting Professions,
effective for accounting period beginning or after January 1%, 2014, upheld on October 1%, 2014 with no
significant effects on the Accounting and Financial Policy of WMA following its effective period.

After careful consideration, the executives of the Wastewater Management Authority determined
that the new and revised Thai Accounting Standards, Thai Financial Reporting Standards, Thai Accounting
Standards Interpretations, and Thai Financial Reporting Standards Interpretations will not affect the financial
budget in the years they take effect.

2.4 Changes in the Accounting Report for surplus funds from donation received.

Wastewater Management Authority has changed the Accounting Reporting for surplus funds from
donation received where previously it was declared in the ownership side to be declared in the deferred
income (debts). The changes made affects the financial statement as of September 30", 2014 in comparison
to deferred income increased by 0.05 million baht and decreased in the same amount in the ownership
side. As for the surplus fund from donation as shown in the financial statement with change to ownership
decreased by 0.08 million baht.

3. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

3.1 Government Subsidy
The Wastewater Management Authority has implemented Thai Accounting Standard No. 20
(Revised 2009) regarding the Accounting for Government Grants and Disclosure of Government Assistance
as guided by the State Enterprise Policy Office document No. Korkor 0805.1/ W 43, dated March 8" 2013,
as follows:
3.1.1 Grants related to assets are recognized as accrued revenue and accumulated as revenue
earned by profit or loss under a systemized and practical framework throughout the economic life of the assets.
3.1.2 Grants related to income are considered as net income and to be reported separately or
presented under another income category.
3.2 Monetary or Assets Donations
The Wastewater Management Authority’s conduct on monetary or asset donations complied with
the State Enterprise Policy Office document No. Korkor 0805.1/ W 43, dated March 8™ 2013 as follows:

Unconditional assets donations that occurred starting in fiscal year 2012 are recorded as follows:
- Assets with value per unit not exceeding 30,000.00 baht is recorded as expense and

revenue from donation.
- Assets with value per unit exceeding 30,000.00 baht is recorded as assets and deferred

income and to be recognized gradually according to depreciation of the asset’s useful life.
3.3 Property, Plant and Equipment

The Wastewater Management Authority has adopted Thai Accounting Standard No.16 (Revised
2009) regarding Property, Plants, and Equipment to ensure that the accounting for property, plant and
equipment is executed in accordance with the principle of component basis by which the cost of asset is
shown separately in regards to their differences in significance and economic life as of the acquired date or
completed construction date which consists of as follows:

3.3.1 Assets which cost per unit was less than 30,000 Baht are to be fully recognized as expenses
in the acquisition period, and assets which cost per unit exceeded 30,000 Baht are to be fully recognized
as assets and registered under the fixed asset register to provide direct control over those assets according
to the Ministry of Finance document Korkor 0511/ Wor.51 dated April 3 1991 on the minimum limit of
tangible assets that can be considered expenses on wholly purchased accounts by creating a fixed assets

register for control purposes. (7\@'
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3.3.2 Depreciation is calculated by using the straight line method depending on the economic

life as follows:

3.3.3 Work in progress is to be recorded with deferred income earned from the budget cost
of construction.
3.4 Intangible Assets
Intangible assets are presented by their cost on the date of transaction or the date of final
arrangement minus the accumulated amortization. The amortization is calculated by the straight line
method according to the assets’” useful life of approximately five years.
3.5 Accrued Budget Income
Accrued budget income is income incurred from budget that has not yet been collected. At
the end of the fiscal year, the income will be recorded as the amount of unpaid debts and requisite to
pay for these debts.
3.6 Revenue and Expense Recognition
Revenue and expenses are recognized under the accrual basis
3.7 Provident Funds
The Wastewater Management Authority and staff have set up provident funds pursuant with
the Provident Fund Act B.E. 2530 (1987) under the name “Registered Thai Munkong Provident Fund” and
subsequently on October 1%, 2013 the name was changed to “Registered Thai Munkong Master Pool
Provident Fund”. Wastewater Management Authority employees make contributions of a rate between
3% and 9% of monthly wage and the Wastewater Management Authority provides grant-in-aid for its
provident fund members at a rate of 9% of their monthly wages from the first month of their membership
throughout their working life. If the employee’s length of employment exceeds 20 years, the Wastewater
Management Authority is required to provide grant-in-aid at 10% of the monthly wage and recognize it as
operating expenses under comprehensive income.
3.8 Committee and Staff Bonuses
The Wastewater Management Authority was classified by the State Enterprise Policy Office as
a non-profit seeking supporting enterprise that is funded primarily by the annual government budget
(group 4), according to the State Enterprise Policy Office document Korkor 0805.1/3570, dated September
16" 2014. The Wastewater Management Authority was evaluated and met the criteria for bonuses.
Therefore, the Wastewater Management Authority assigned bonuses to its committee and staff, as

presented in the statement of comprehensive income. g_
